What is EIS and what are A1 and A2 levels? 
 
At Anglian, we expect you to have your English standard equivalent to A1 or A2 as required by the course you enrol on. We offer three to six 
months long Pre-session course depending on the term and intensity of our tuition delivery. The table below shows how various levels of English 
for International Students (EIS) at Anglian College London compare with some other English language qualifications. Students who wish to enter 
A2 classes need to have their standard of English comparable to level 4.5 in the IELTS scale. Students who start below that level will need a one-
week of A1 crammer course before their A2 programme. Currently, the Pre-session EIS course does not require being on the CEFR framework.
